B. Children’s Safety Policy

Mary Ann moved, Laura seconded that the Children’s Safety policy be accepted with amendments.
Two adults must be scheduled to be in the room during any church sponsored children’s activity.  No adult will meet with any child or children alone, with the exception of Coming of Age mentors and the minister.  Coming of Age mentors and the minister will only meet alone with a child or children with the consent and foreknowledge of the parent(s).  New volunteers to a regular religious education responsibility will receive state criminal background check, or meet the screening standard described in our insurance liability policy, whichever is more stringent.  No church publication (including but not limited to the directory, the website, the newsletter) will include the names of children, or any picture of a child showing an identifiable face.  Photography and video of all church events including worship shall require the permission of the Minister or the President.  This policy supersedes any previous policy.
